Dear Parents

As the year gets underway at Holy Spirit, we are looking at new and exciting ways to engage
and motivate the students. This term we are adding five iPads to each class set so that each
class from PP — Year 6 will now have 15 iPads. There are many benefits to technology in the
classroom and I have seen firsthand the way technology can help increase student engagement
and achievement. At Holy Spirit we believe that technology should be used to support and
extend our teaching and learning programs rather than replacing more traditional methods of
teaching.

As part of the System Agreement with the Minister for Education, every Catholic school is
required to have a Code of Conduct in place for 2017. The purpose of the Code of Conduct is to
provide minimum standards of conduct in all behaviour and decision making to ensure the
safety and wellbeing of students. The Code applies to all within our school community

Last week all parents should have received an email with information about the Rainbows
Program that will be beginning in Week Five of this term. Rainbows is an international not-for
-profit organisation that provides a healthy path towards healing for those grieving loss or a
life-altering event. Rainbows offers a confidential peer support program where children learn
to better understand their feelings and regain self-esteem. The core of the Rainbows program
is centred on trust, acceptance and sharing. The Rainbows Program is delivered to small
groups of 3-5 participants led by a trained facilitator. Sessions run weekly for about 30
minutes to cover 12 core topics. Elisha Martinovich and I will be facilitating the program and
are currently asking for expressions of interest.

Over the holidays we said goodbye to Gertie (our school bus) and hello to our new and much
larger school bus that you may have seen parked down near the school oval. A big thank you to
the P&F who contributed to the purchasing of the bus and Adam Bick who made
sure Gertie went to a good home. Staff have been hard at work thinking of a name
for our new bus and welcome your suggestions. There is a suggestion box at the front office
and we will announce the name for our new bus at the Week 7 assembly, Friday 17th March.
